The idea – Create an environment that a bird would be happy to spend time in.

Rules – Natural or artificial accessories may be used, but fresh plants/blossoms must be featured.  
Placement on the lawn of the First Presbyterian Church is encouraged, but you may also display 
your creation at a storefront or yard on Main Street between the Post Office and the Fairgrounds.  
Each entry should take up no more than a 4 ft. x 8 ft. space on the ground.  (For reference, the size 
of a sheet of plywood.)  Please set up on the lawn in the Ulysses Presbyterian Churchyard anytime 
after Noon on Friday, May 6.  All entries must be ready for judging  no later than 9:30 a.m., 
Saturday, May 7.  Please retrieve your church display by dusk on Sunday, May 8.

Registration deadline is May 5.  Send entry forms to the Trumansburg Main Street Office in one 
of two ways:  drop them off at 56 E. Main Street (Village Offices) or mail them to P.O. Box 718, 
Trumansburg, NY 14886.  For further information, call Susan at the Main Street Project office 
(387-4471) or John and Martha (387-7766).  Please be sure to mark on the front of this form if 
your entry is for exhibit only and not to be judged.

Judging – Three judges will evaluate the exhibits in two categories:  Group and Individual.  
Winners will be selected based on:  demonstration of  knowledge about bird habitat; imagination 
and creativity in assembling the display; quality and condition of plant and building materials; 
skill in building the display.

Awards – Winners in both of the two categories will receive awards, as follows:  First place, $50 
gift certificate to The Village Greenhouse in Trumansburg; second place, $25 gift certificate to 
Veronica’s Garden in Ulysses; third place, $10 gift certificate to Miller’s Ark in Trumansburg.

Judging will begin by 9:45 a.m., Saturday, May 7, and winners announced in the Presbyterian 
Churchyard as soon as completed (probably around 11:00).  Winners who cannot be present will 
be notified by phone.
